APPENDIX

a.  Introduction

What is the question you are interested? Why is this important issue? 

The objective of this project assignment is to empirically examine a question by estimating an regression equation hence make sure that you specify the question in this section.

b. Theory and Literature review: What is the theoretical relationship that can be used to explain this variable? Report at least one journal articles which have analyzed this relationship.  Write the question they asked and the result the paper found. 

c.  Data:

What variables are necessary to estimate the regression equation? What data have you find for these variables? What is the definition of each series? What are the unit of measurements? What are the sources of data (publication, table number, series number etc.)? 

Give information on the period covered, the frequency of the data, the descriptions of the transformation performed on the original data.  

Furthermore, show the reader how did the variables changed over the sample period. Graph the dependent variable over time (across units) and report the descriptive statistics for each of the variables.


c.  Model/ Empirical Results
· Write the model, the regression equation that you plan to estimate.


What are the expected signs and the reasons behind these expected signs?

· The empirical section should start with the estimating equation that you have specified and the explanations for the expected signs. (If you have clearly included this information into the Model section above then you may skip this explanation)

This section should include the results of your estimations. You should conduct the estimations that were discussed. You should give explanations for the results that you found such as indicate which coefficients are statistically significant, at what significance level, (1%, 5% or 10%) after determining the critical t-value for your sample size. State whether the coefficients have the expected signs in the relationship.

Look at the adjusted R2, F statistics for the overall significance, either DW (if your data is time series), or one test of heteroscedasticity (if your data is cross section). Here you may use heteroscedaticity tests available in the Eviews program after specifying the null hypothesis.

You may report the results in the following format within the essay:

d.  Summary
One or two paragraph summary of the results.

e.  Reference

References should include the sources of the data, exact reference given in a reference format of the paper(s) that you have read and used as a guide in this paper, including the text book.

f.  Appendix

Appendix should have included the summary statistics, your data and all the other details and calculations etc that you did not put into the paper. Give the eviews print-outs in this section.

Plagiarism:

·  No part of your paper should be the same of another source (book, article, mimeo etc.)
· You should use proper reference guides. Simply, if you are paraphrasing (writing an idea from another source in your own words) you should give the source such as (Taskin 2002), or if you are exactly quoting an idea use in the words of the source you have used put it in quotes such as “ …….” (Taskin 2002).

· If you have similar sections and sentences with another student, that is cheating.

· Both plagiarism and cheating require disciplinary action..
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
